Been pondering this morning on these two passages of Scripture found in Isaiah 40:16 and Micah 6:6-

8 

"And Lebanon is not sufficient to burn, nor the beasts thereof sufficient for a burnt offering. In other 

words  

Lebanon was not sufficient for altar fires, and its animals wasn't enough for burnt offerings. 

After discussing God’s incomparable supremacy, Isaiah emphasizes our human insufficiency to please 

the Lord. Lebanon is known in the Old Testament as a nation with great forests of beautiful trees pro-

ducing the finest wood. The cedars and junipers of Lebanon were used in the construction of God’s 

temple and the king’s palace in (1 Kings 5-7). 

But even Lebanon’s great trees were not worthy enough to burn on God’s altar. And Lebanon’s ani-

mals were not sufficient for a burnt offering to the Lord. The prophet Micah asked God’s people, simi-

larly, “Will the LORD be pleased with thousands of rams, with ten thousand rivers of olive oil?” Quanti-

ty does not impress God. An abundance of offerings cannot buy the Lord’s favor. Human resources are 

too small and limited to please the sovereign Lord of the universe. 

Micah asks further, “With what shall I come before the LORD . . . ?” 

And, by the guidance of the Spirit, the prophet answers in (Micah 6:8) 

He hath shewed thee, O man, what is good; and what doth the LORD require of thee, but to do justly, 

and to love mercy, and to walk humbly with thy God? 

Lord, you are far greater than we can imagine, and you are beyond anything we can offer. Teach us to 

honor you by practicing justice, loving mercy, and walking humbly with you each day. In the name of 

Jesus we pray.
