May we reflect on the connection between God’s general will and His specific guidance. The
more we live in the rhythm of prayer, Scripture, fellowship, loving obedience, and wholehearted
surrender, the more sensitive we become to His leading. Not because we have earned it, but be-
cause we are walking closely enough to hear and there is such peace in that.

So let me leave you with this question:

What if the voice you long to hear more clearly is waiting on the other side of just simply obeying
what God has already said? The truth is that God so longs to fellowship with us and to give us ex-
actly what we stand in need of for that moment and day.
