Notes on Canceled Meetings
- Members of canceled studies for a particular week are encouraged to attend
fellow Life Groups that meet on the same day, or a day later in the week (if
available).

Notes on objectives for each book

Books 1 & 2, Esther and Ruth by Jon Nielson and lan M Duguid: The Old
Testament narratives of Esther and Ruth feature women and men who act boldly
and ultimately receive God’s blessing. Does God help those who help
themselves? Actually, he helps those who don’t deserve it! See how our gracious
God used embittered, compromised, and fearful people to rescue his own and to
prepare them for Christ’'s coming

Book 3, Discipling by Mark Dever: No matter what season our church is in,
making disciples is part of our obedience to Jesus Christ. This book takes us
through what discipling is, why we need it, and how we ought to go about it
biblically. Our kids who accept Christ need discipling. The lost who are outside
our church and who are evangelized by our members need discipling. And at
some point in our Christian walk, the Lord will have us either being discipled, or
discipling someone else.

Book 4, James by Jon Nielson: The letter of James, overflowing with literary
simplicity and theological depth, rewards thoughtful study. Moreover, it contains
the wisdom of God for daily life and points to Christ as the Lord of the church and
the giver of grace.
