TODAY, Rev. Richard C. Pfaff WILL speak about a ministry providing direct relief to the poor throughout 

Latin America and the Caribbean. Pastor Pfaff will share personal witness about Food for the Poor’s 

mission to care for the destitute as a means of living out the Gospel mandate to love one another.

He served as Texas District (LCMS) Mission Support Specialist from 2018 to 2021 and 

Food for the Poor speaker since April 2023.
