look like in Tokyo.

God has really revealed a lot to me about
the different misconceptions | had about
Him and myself, mainly regarding Him as
my Father. There are a lot of things |
thought | understood well, but through the
entire experience of applying for 1YR to
now, God has been dismantling so many
lies I've bought into. In so many ways in this
past year, God has reaffirmed for me time
and time again how much he cares about
me as His child. Everything from getting to
teach middle school English here to even
getting to be an intern in the first place has
really shown me how much God loves me
as His daughter. I've been so deeply
blessed by everything He has gifted me.

My highlight every week is always my
middle school students. They are so funny
and such a joy to get to spend time with.
We started a Youth Group ministry at the
school for them, and it has been a massive
blessing getting to spend more time with
them and see more of how God is working
in their lives. During our small group time, |
have been so impressed by the things that
they share. They are truly such a gift and
the best part of it all.



Remnant Westside Church

There were many times | had to step into ministry situations that
felt out of sync with my personal walk with God, choosing t
surrender my heart, mind, and body to what He had placed before
me. Through this, I've been learning that God can use even the
smallest acts of faithfulness and obedience—things that may seem
insignificant or not make sense—because who am | to define the
“bigger picture”? I’ve been reminded that God is working in others’
lives through me, even when | don’t see it. He is greater than my
shortcomings, insecurities, misunderstandings in ministry, and
even the generational patterns shaping people’s lives.

God is still bigger and still at work, and that gives me hope and joy
in where He has placed me.

Related to God using our smallest acts of faithfulness and
obedience—not necessarily a favorite, but a core memory from 1YR
—this happened early on and was exactly the encouragement my
co-intern Kezia and | needed. For the first third of our internship,
we were unsure if HCMC would be our placement for the full year.
One of our interim tasks was teaching conversational English at
Revival Church to young adults with little to no English experience.
As untrained teachers, it felt like an insurmountable task,
especially with limited time. We started with simple vocabulary,
aiming to build relationships through conversation.

In October 2025, during a visit from AMI pastors, we attended a
worship night at Revival Church and heard our students sing a
worship song in English for the first time. Kezia and | literally
squealed and jumped for joy in the middle of worship. | was deeply
humbled by God’s goodness and faithfulness—not only to our
students, but also in His love, grace, and comforting presence in
allowing me to see even a small glimpse of fruit in a season of
doubt and uncertainty.

This is my
favorite memory because God is
really using the power of
friendship to expose people to
Christ!

Hanging out with the local leaders and students in
Coban. | have loved getting to know and having fun
with our local Guatemalans and also improving my
Spanish! It's been such a pleasure getting to know each
of them.

People are designed uniquely and differently to
contribute to God's mission work in multifaceted ways.
As someone who is gifted in building relationships and
community, | tried to fit myself into being someone
that I'm not for the first half of the internship as
someone who is gifted in administrative and logistical
gifts. | realized that although it is good to be proactive
in developing my weaknesses (administration and
logistics) | have been given different giftings from God,
and | should lean into how God uniquely made me. For
the last fourth of the internship, | hope to utilize my
unique giftings to contribute to God's mission work in
Coban and encourage my peers and locals to also use
their gifts to serve Jesus.
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One thing God has been showing me during this internship is
how real and deep His love truly is. Growing up, | often heard
“God loves you,” but over time, it became something | was
numb to. During 1YR, God has been revealing His love to me and
for His people. I've experienced it through the care of people
here in Vietnam and through those back home at Radiance who
continually pray for and support me. His love now feels
personal—not just something | say, but something I'm
experiencing.

I’ve also seen His love for the people here, and how He fills us
so we can love others. It’s been a reminder that His love is
meant to flow through me. This has challenged me to be more
intentional in showing care and to see people as God sees them.

My favorite memory was serving at the local orphanage. There
was something so special about being there and seeing how
joyful the children were. Even with the language barrier, we
connected deeply—playing games, singing, and having fun
together. Despite having very little, they were full of joy
because they knew God.

Their childlike faith reminded me of why | wanted to do 1YR in
the first place. | felt God’s love so strongly and realized that the
love | had for them was only a small glimpse of His
unconditional love. It was such a pure and sweet moment that |
will never forget.

My favorite memory is discovering more and
more about the depth of the grace and love of
God, especially through others. | couldn’t pick
one memory as my favorite, but each time that |
have gotten to recognize a new truth from God,
to see a glimpse of who He truly is, | experience
a step towards freedom, joy, and life. So, | feel
like even though | don’t have a favorite memory
from this internship, | can thank God for this
year in its entirety.

One thing God has shown me during my time in
Jakarta is what it means to be a church. | have
gotten to become a part of the body of Christ
that suffers together, rejoices together, and
prays together. | have gotten to join a family of
brothers and sisters that partakes in each
other’s sufferings and victories. In times when |
fell into darkness and hopelessness, | was met
by Jesus’s truth and love through other church
members. Not only from One Hope Church, but
| have also gotten to witness the power and
reach of the global church family. There is
nowhere | can run, nowhere | can hide that can
separate me from the love of God.



Kairos Church

One of my favorite memories during
my 1YR has been taking walks in a local
park near my apartment. The park has
a small zoo and a peaceful pond, and
spending time there allowed me to
step away from the busyness of daily
life. Being surrounded by nature
brought a sense of refreshment and
rest, and those moments became a
meaningful way for me to recharge
both physically and spiritually.

During my time in Japan, one of the
biggest realizations God has shown me
is how spiritually distant many people
are from Him. Before coming, |
believed that simply praying and
sharing the Gospel would be enough to
lead people to Christ. However, being
here has taught me that these efforts
alone are not sufficient to change
hearts. This experience has deepened
my understanding that true
transformation can only come through
the power of God. It has humbled me
and reminded me to rely not on my
own efforts, but on God to work in the
lives of the people here.

At the start of my internship, during prayer, |
would close my eyes and keep asking God to
show me images of what He wanted me to
see. He was silent. Until a moment during the
Latin America AMI Institute when God
revealed to me that the image | was seeking
all along was right in front of me...| just had
to open my eyes. There was the Holy Spirit's
presence and power when | looked at the
attendees worshipping and praying for each
other. Since then, God has been teaching me
about where to direct my eyes; to be
observant to what He wants to show me.

There are many memories that are dear to
my heart, including many moments of pure
laughter and time spent cooking/baking for
my community here.

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My favorite memory while serving on 1YR was
visiting Pekanbaru for the Short-Term Mission’s
trip and meeting the kids at Pastor Jonedy’s
orphanage! They welcomed us so warmly when
we arrived and were quick to introduce
themselves. | met a lot of great kids there and

. had such a nice time learning about each of their
upbringings and also their current aspirations. |
even got to listen to a few testimonies! It brought
me a lot of joy
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During my time here, | feel that God has been testing and
refining my character. It hasn’t been easy, but I’'m deeply
thankful because it has strengthened my confidence in
His love. There were moments when | felt weak and
questioned why God had placed me here, yet | found
hope in Jesus—the High Priest who understands me.
Through these struggles, God also revealed a deeper
wound in my heart. At times, | felt frustrated and anxious,
even asking, “If You are on my side, why won’t You help
me out of this?” Beneath that was a fear that God might
not want to help me. But when a church member quoted
Jeremiah 29:11, the phrase “not to harm you” stood out.
It led me to reflect on why | trust God. While | had
familiar answers, | sensed Him gently remind me: “You
can trust Me because | love you.” That simple truth eased
much of my anxiety. Through this season, I’'ve learned
that trusting God requires patience and must be rooted
not only in His power, but in His deep and undeniable
love for me.




Tapestry Church
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My favorite memory serving has to be helping out
at our end-of-year Christmas festival. All the
teachers spent weeks preparing the kids for their
performances, and it all culminated into an
incredible Christmas program, which took place
in a very newly completed gymnasium and
allowed wus to share with hundreds of
Guatemalans the good news of Jesus and the
reason why we celebrate Christmas.

One of the many things that I've been learning
over the past few months is that God knows me
better than | know myself. When | heard that |
would be in charge of starting an English
Academy here in Coban and helping out with a lot
of HR and finance stuff for our international
school here in Coban, | didn't think | was a good fit
for the role because | never thought | was very
detail oriented. On top of all of this, | felt my
Spanish wasn't ready for this new role that would
have me interact with Spanish-speaking adults
rather than pre-K students who only know a little
bit of Spanish. However, throughout these past
months, God has been able to use me in spite of
my preconceived weaknesses. The English
Academy has been well-received both amongst
parents and students, and I've been able to help
the school with a lot of HR and finance tasks that
will help the school well beyond my 1-year here.
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God has shown me that his kingdom and mission
work will succeed in the areas that He desires, not
what | desire. As a teacher at our school, | dedicated
all of my effort to my students. | wanted to see my
students learn and grow in their academics,
character, and faith. However, | had forgotten my
purpose of serving in Guatemala. | was so focused
on my students that | was not interested in how God
was using the church and short-term mission teams
to bless the community. Thus, | felt envy when God
changed lives in the community instead of my
classroom. Through my prayers and reflections, God
reminded me that | am called to serve His plans, not
my own.

My favorite moment was seeing my middle school
students choose to be kind towards each other
after weeks of conflict. In the beginning of the
school year, there had been instances of bullying
and exclusion. Through many prayers, activities, and
talks, the students gradually changed. | saw how
God was leading them to show love, to forgive, and
to reconcile.



Church of Southland Chino
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Last year, | struggled to protect my Sabbath, so this year |
became more intentional. | set aside Mondays to go climbing
alone, which gave me space to slow down, reflect, and be with
the Lord—something | came to really look forward to. In January,
a couple who love climbing joined our church, and since they also
had Mondays off, we started climbing together.

Being with them, | noticed how naturally they connected with
others—starting conversations and building relationships. To me,

.that felt like the opposite of rest.

| realized | had begun to see connecting with others and sharing
the gospel as “work,” drawing a line between rest and ministry.
The Lord has been reminding me that His heart for people
doesn’t turn off on my day of rest, and that sharing the gospel
should flow naturally from being with Him.

One was during our January concert. | expected two volleyball
friends, but while on stage | saw four—friends | had been building
relationships with for over a year. In that moment, it felt like God
gently saying, “See? Don’t worry, things will come together in My
time.” Afterward, | thought, “Ah God, finally!” Less than three
weeks later, another friend (not one of the four haha) came to
church with me.

Another favorite was a short trip with sisters from my small
group during New Year's break. It was such a fun time enjoying
each other’s company in the sun—especially meaningful since
there’s so little sunlight in the city I’'m serving in.

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Church of Southland Anaheim sent an STM team of 12 members to Coban, Guatemala,
on March 21-28.

The team traveled to Chamelco, a village about 30-40 minutes from AMI, where they
served through Vacation Bible School (VBS). Led by Linda Kim with James Pack as
Assistant Lead, the team (Alice Ahn, Annie Liu, Amoah, Esteban Kim, Isaac Roh, James
Kim, Jane Hong, Justine Kim, Sangwon Ryan Kim, and Sheldon Ramos) faithfully
ministered to the children and community. Throughout the trip, they witnessed God’s
hand in unifying the team-11 individuals becoming one body, serving with shared
purpose and love. One of the most memorable moments was the early morning prayer
drives filled with joy and laughter, as well as the final day of VBS, when over 100 children
attended and many opened their hearts. It was especially powerful to see children and
their mothers receive prayer, with some moved to tears. The team is grateful for how
God worked through every moment, revealing His love to both the community and the
team.
