Our mission is to mobilize youth and young adults on the mission field and
provide aftercare support for organizations actively fighting sex trafficking
and sexual exploitation. We build and help manage safe houses and homes
for at-risk populations. This Mission believes that youth and young adult lives
can and will be changed while on a mission trip. We see that missions have
become a defining moment in their walk with Jesus.

Time in Costa Rica
During our time in Costa Rica, we will partner with multiple ministries to

come alongside them and serve them in many different ways. We will
support these ministries however we can, whether by sharing the gospel,
sharing your testimony, building a home, playing and spending time with
children from the safe house, or handing out food in a local commmunity. We
will evangelize throughout the city by sharing the gospel with people on the
streets.

Who is the School of Leadership for?

The School of Leadership is for single young adults (ages 18-25) who want to
grow in their relationship with God.

I am not planning on going into ministry, is SL for me?

Yes! Our goal is to equip you to live a healthy and whole life in Christ —
whether that means your path is to be in the marketplace, a stay-at-home
parent, or go into ministry. Our focus is to help you build a foundation to serve
Jesus in any vocation or stage of life.

Can | work while attending the program?

We do not recommend working during your first-year, as the program is
full-time and requires full focus.

Where will | live during the school year?

Housing is provided for both male and female students in separate housing
arrangements.

Is there a mission trip?

Yes — students participate in a mission trip to Costa Rica as part of the
program. The cost of the trip is included in tuition.

Is there an application deadline?

We encourage applicants to apply by June 30 to allow time for interviews,
housing, fundraising, and preparation for the school year. Students interested
in the School of Leadership are encouraged to apply as soon as possible.
