Apartments here in Mauldin and here are three possible areas to
serve:

The Mission Boxes for the month March will be used to collect
non-perishables to help stock the Olii Place pantry. Items need-
ed: canned vegetables (corn, green beans, pork-n-beans, kidney
beans, black beans), canned soup, canned fruit, canned pasta
(Chef Boyardee), pasta sauce, peanut butter, jelly, box mac-n-
cheese, ramen noodles, 1 |Ib. bag of rice, 1 Ib. box of noodles,
boxed oatmeal/grit packets, boxed breakfast bars, canned meats
(chicken, tuna, etc.)

Olii Place offers an after school program onsite three days a week
3 - 5:30 PM for the children at the residence, and they are look-
ing to fill a paid tutor position that was recently vacated. If you
or someone you know is interested, please have them contact
the church office.

The resident manager has the vision to help the residents start a
vegetable garden on the premises. If you have a green thumb
and are interested in getting involved, please contact the church
office.
