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Last week, we saw the positional reality that those who are born again will abide with Christ by God’s Holy
Spirit until Heaven...but the practical reality is that we can be seduced from abiding in God’s truth and the
fruit abiding produces. Today we will see positionally we are sons/daughters of God, born into God'’s family.
The strong words/phrases used today demonstrate the powerful position we hold — behold...beloved...He
shall...we shall (3X). We will be charged at the end, because of our position, to remain practically

BELOVED, NOW ARE WE THE SONS OF GOD - 1 John 3:1-3

1. Being a son (or daughter) of God is something to —v. 1; John 1:12-13; Rom. 8:16; 2 Cor. 6:18.
- Lucifer and the “sons of God” — Job 1:6, 2:1, 38:4-7; Ezek. 28:12-14; Is. 14:12-14; Ps. 82.
Lucifer ( bearer) and “sons of God” were present at the laying of the foundations of the
earth filling the universe with praise, joy, honor, and worship of God (Job 38:4-7).
- Adam, the “son of God” — Gen. 1:26, 2:7 (1 Thess. 5:23); Luke 3:38; Rom. 5:12; 1 Cor. 15:45-47.
Adam’s commission was to be fruitful, multiply, and the earth with sons/daughters
of God who would bear God’s image and love, honor, worship, and walk with Him (Gen. 5:1-3).
- Jesus Christ, the “Son of God,” and “sons of God” born through Him.
