Paul wrote a letter to the Jesus-followers in Philippi encouraging them to be joyful always. Paul knew about
joy in hard times because he wrote these words from prison! Act out Paul’s story and his message using
the prompts below. You can have one person read while everyone does their own actions. Or have family
members take turns doing the actions as the statements are read aloud.

For this activity, you’ll need construction paper, scissors, tape or a stapler, and something to write with.
Gather your family and say: In God’s big story, Paul encourages Jesus-followers to pray to God with
thankfulness. What are you thankful for?

Invite family members to work together to create a Chain of Thankfulness by cutting strips of paper, writing
or drawing one thing they’re thankful for on each strip, looping the strips together, and attaching them using
tape or a stapler. Leave the supplies out and challenge each family member to add a link to the chain every
day this week.
