Theme — Sending the 12 (1st mission trip); Herod hears rumors about Jesus & wants to
meet Him (only for entertainment, not really seeking); JTB’s death revealed; 12 return &
Lord takes them to a “desolate place”; crowds follow & Lord welcomes them; Feeding of
the 5,000; after praying, Lord asks Disciples “Who do you say that | am?” — only Luke
mentions this came after prayer; Lord explains what being Messiah means; followers will
suffer too (Deny, Take, Follow); Transfiguration (only Luke says Jesus was praying when
Transfigured & that cloud surrounded Inner Circle); Lord casts out demon from man’s
“only child”; Disciples argue about who’s the greatest; Lord commands them focus on
receiving the lowly in Jesus’ name; John shares that they tried to stop someone who was
“not in their group”; Lord tells him not to hinder those ministering in Jesus’ name; End of
Galilean ministry; Lord travels to Jerusalem for last time before cross (trip will last to ch
19:27, longest section in Luke); rejected by Samaritans because Lord was going to
Jerusalem; James & John want to call like fire like Elijah — 2Kings 1:-14); Lord rebukes
them b/c they do not understand Lord’s heart (to save, not destroy- John 3:17); the cost
of discipleship
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Ch 10

Theme — Sending of the 70 (or 72); instructions to the 70 similar to the instructions to the
12 (Matt 9:37-10:16); woe to the cities in the Evangelical Triangle; 70 return with joy;
don’t rejoice b/c we have authority over demons, rejoice b/c we’re saved; Lord prays to
the Father & rejoices over our salvation; only the Son can reveal the fullness of the
Father; blessed are the ones who were allowed to witness the coming of the Messiah;
lawyer tries to test (trap) the Lord but seeks to justify (vindicate) himself; Parable of the
Good Samaritan; Martha & Mary (Martha-service flows from Mary-worship)
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
