READ

story?
○ When does Romans 5:8 say that Christ died for 

sinners?
○ Do God’s children do anything to earn God’s 

love?

PRAY
Take turns praying together. 
○ Praise: God, You are… (refer to His attributes)
○ Thanksgiving: God, I thank you for…
○ Lament: God, I am sad about…
○ Confession: God, forgive me for… and help me 

forgive…  
○ Request: God, I ask you for…

SING
Play your favorite worship songs and sing together. 
Make up motions to your favorite parts!

Set up an obstacle course and take turns 
completing the obstacle course blindfolded, being 
directed only by one other family member’s voice. 
For an extra challenge, see who can complete the 
course the fastest.
