○ How do you feel about sharing the gospel? 
○  What promise do we find at the end of this 

passage?

PRAY
Take turns praying together. 
○ Praise: God, You are… (refer to His attributes)
○ Thanksgiving: God, I thank you for…
○ Lament: God, I am sad about…
○ Confession: God, forgive me for… and help me 

forgive…  
○ Request: God, I ask you for…

SING
Play your favorite worship songs and sing together. 
Make up motions to your favorite parts!
