READ
Matthew 26:17–35; 1 Corinthians 11:24–25
○ What special meal were Jesus and His disciples 

celebrating in this passage?
○ What happened at Passover? Why did God’s 

people celebrate Passover?
○ Who is the true Passover Lamb?
○ What special meal did Jesus institute in this 

passage?
○ Who takes communion?  
○ Why do God’s children take communion?

PRAY
Take turns praying together. 
○ Praise: God, You are… (refer to His attributes)
○ Thanksgiving: God, I thank you for…
○ Lament: God, I am sad about…
○ Confession: God, forgive me for… and help me 

forgive…  
○ Request: God, I ask you for…

SING
Play your favorite worship songs and sing together. 
Make up motions to your favorite parts!

Talk about forgiveness together. Some questions 
to consider in your discussion include: Is it easy or 
hard to forgive? Why or why not? Is it easy or hard 
to believe that God forgives those who love and 
trust in Him? What can God’s children do when it 
feels hard to believe that God forgives His children 
fully, freely and forever?
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
