Read Matthew 28:16-20

Jesus’ command to “go and make disciples” wasn’t
just to His followers back then. It’'s a command to
those of us who choose to follow Him today.

You can show or teach
others about what God is like by telling them about
God, by following God every day, and by treating

DAY 2

Read Romans 15:14

Who is your favorite teacher? Why is that person

your favorite?

As a kid, you probably don't think about yourself as
someone who has anything to teach someone else.
But that’s just not true! When it comes to following
Jesus, you can share what you know and tell others
about the difference He’s made in your life. When
you are filled with His goodness, you can share it

with others.

Overflowing Goodness

Grab a small cup. Set the cup in the sink and
turn on the water so that it flows SLOWLY.
Watch the cup fill up and imagine the water as
God's goodness. God is completely good and
wants to pour goodness into you so that you
can share it with others—just like the water

spilling out of that cup. Pray and ask for God's

goodness to pour out of you as you teach
others about God.

DAY 3

Read 2 Timothy 2:2

What are some things you know about Jesus? What
has Jesus taught you? Set a timer for two minutes

and write down as many things as you can.

From the list you've made, pick ONE thing to share
with someone this week. For example, if you wrote
that Jesus wants us to treat others the way we want
to be treated, how could you SHOW that to someone
else? Could you let your friend pick what you play
during recess? Could you ask a friend about their
day and then listen as they give their answer without

interrupting?

There are friends all around you who need to hear
the good news about Jesus and how much He loves
them. YOU have the opportunity to share that good
news and teach others about Jesus. Teaching others
can be as simple as showing them they are loved by

how you treat them.

Teach one another.

DAY 4

Read Colossians 3:16

If you found a treasure chest full of gold and jewels
in your backyard, wouldn’t you want to tell everyone
about it? Jesus is the most PRICELESS treasure ever,
and you have the opportunity to tell others about
Him! That doesn’t mean you have to lead a Bible
study or answer every question a friend might have
about following Jesus.
