Bethlehem Lutheran Voters’ Assembly Meeting Summary—July 26, 2023
The Voters’ Assembly met on July 26, 2023 at 7:30 PM. Pastor Krieg led the
VUTEHS Voters’ Assembly in a devotion focused on Romans 12:12. Corey and Amy
m Klussmann were received from St. Paul’s Evangelical Lutheran Church
Brenham, Texas to Bethlehem Lutheran Wm. Penn, Texas. Pastor Krieg
presented a statistical report over June membership attendance. The previous
minutes and the Treasurer’s report were approved as presented. The Board of Elders reported that the
offering plate will begin being passed during services starting in August. Furthermore, an online giving
option will be available through the church’s website starting in August and the church box will also
remain in the Narthex to receive tithes. The Board of Education has scheduled Sunday School Promotion
Sunday for August 27 with a fried chicken meal and games. A signup sheet for 2023-24 Sunday School
teachers is available in the parish hall. The Board of Trustees reported on parsonage repairs and indicated
that the fireplace is not functional. Trustees recommended installing a gas insert. The Voters” Assembly
approved a contract change with UBEO copy services presented by the Trustees. A report was given
from the Building Committee that the Parish Hall project is complete. The total cost of the entire
construction project, including the water well, repairs to the parsonage and garage, and sprinkler system,
was $476,915.66. A balance of $2,969.01 remains in the Parish Hall Fund. Voters’ approved to dissolve
the Parish Hall Fund, move the remaining balance into the Building Fund, and authorized the Trustees to
use the funds to install a gas insert into the parsonage fireplace. The Voters’ Assembly approved
LWML'’s request to purchase new candelabras and candles using memorial funds from Jonnie Mae
Lueckemeyer and Hannah (Koester) Stockton. Voters’ also granted permission to the Board of Missions
to purchase new United States and Christian flags, including the poles and stands, with a dedication and
meal planned for November 12. With no further business, the meeting was adjourned with the Lord’s
Prayer.
