14For he himself is our peace, 

who has made us both one and has broken down in his flesh the dividing wall of hostility 15by 

abolishing the law of commandments and ordinances, that he might create in himself one new man in 

place of the two, so making peace, 16and might reconcile us both to God in one body through the cross, 

thereby killing the hostility.

42And they all ate and 

were satisfied. 43And they took up twelve baskets full of broken pieces and of the fish. 44And those 

who ate the loaves were five thousand men.
