In our Fall unit, we begin a deeper study of the Old Testament. This unit begins with the creation of man
and woman and leads to the exodus of the children of Israel from Egypt. Today in Sunday School, the
kids studied the lesson “A Sign and a Promise — God’s Covenant with Abram.” God reassures Abram of
His promise to bless the earth through Abram’s offspring. God changes his name from Abram (“exalted
father”) to Abraham (“father of many nations”) and institutes circumcision as the sign of His continued
covenant with Abraham. To reinforce this lesson for your kids, as a family, discuss, “In the Old
Testament, God often speaks directly to His people. How does God speak to us today? God promised that
Abraham’s future would include having heirs that would become a great nation. What is the future that
God promises us?
