In our Fall unit, we begin a deeper study of the Old Testament. This unit begins with the creation of man
and woman and leads to the exodus of the children of Israel from Egypt. Today in Sunday School, the
kids studied the lesson “Twin Troubles — Esau and Jacob.” When Isaac is sixty years old, Rebekah gives
birth to very different twin boys—Esau and Jacob. Isaac ignores God’s promise to Jacob and favors Esau.
Esau’s hunger gets the best of him as he sells his birthright for a bowl of stew. Rebekah enables further
deception as she plots with Jacob, her favored son, so that he receives Isaac’s blessing. When Esau vows
to kill Jacob, Rebekah sends Jacob away for his own safety. To reinforce this lesson for your kids, as a
family, discuss, “The birthright was an important privilege. Why do you suppose that Esau was so willing
to give it up for just a bowl of stew? Do we ever give up blessings from God because of our sin? Is there
anything encouraging about this messed-up family?”” And don't miss out on next week’s exciting lesson
as we continue our Fall quarter lessons with “A Family Grows — Jacob’s Family.” Also, parents, you can
join Pastor Krieg in the adult Sunday School class.
