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In our Fall unit, we begin a deeper study of the Old Testament. This unit begins with the creation of man
and woman and leads to the exodus of the children of Israel from Egypt.

Do we deserve
to be forgiven? The Lord’s Prayer says, “Forgive us our trespasses as we forgive others.” What happens
when we withhold forgiveness? Who helps us forgive?”” And don't miss out on next week’s exciting
lesson as we continue our Fall quarter lessons with “A Basket of Hope — Moses is Born.” Also, parents,
you can join Pastor Krieg in the adult Sunday School class.
