Sunday School Corner 
In our Fall unit, we begin a deeper study of the Old Testament. This unit begins with the creation of man 

and woman and leads to the exodus of the children of Israel from Egypt. Today in Sunday School, the 

kids studied the lesson “A Basket of Hope – Moses is Born.” Three hundred years after the death of 

Joseph, Egypt’s new pharaoh despises the Hebrews. Pharaoh demands greater work output from the 

Hebrew slaves while seeking to reduce their population through infanticide. Moses’ mother manages to 

hide baby Moses until he is three months old, when she finally sets him afloat in a basket. Discovered by 

Pharaoh’s daughter, Moses enters a life of privilege. To reinforce this lesson for your kids, as a family, 

discuss, “God uses ordinary women, the midwives Shiphrah and Puah, to keep many Hebrew babies safe. 

He uses an ordinary basket to keep Moses safe in the water. How do you see God using ordinary people 

and things to keep us safe in our lives today? God had a plan for Moses. God has a plan for your lives. 

The most important part of His plan for you includes your salvation through Jesus. How has God carried 

out His plan in your life?” And don't miss out on next week’s exciting lesson as we continue our Fall 

quarter lessons with “Signs of the True God – Moses and the Plagues.” Also, parents, you can join Pastor 

Krieg in the adult Sunday School class. See you next week!
