In our Fall unit, we begin a deeper study of the Old Testament. This unit begins with the creation of man
and woman and leads to the exodus of the children of Israel from Egypt. Today in Sunday School, the
kids studied the lesson “The Passover Promise — The Passover.” God, through Moses, threatens one final
plague—worse than any previously experienced. Following God’s instructions, the Israelites make
careful preparations for the Passover, marking their doorposts with the blood of a lamb prepared for the
feast. The final plague takes place at midnight as all the firstborn throughout Egypt die. The Egyptians
hand over their valuables, hastening thelsraelites away. To reinforce this lesson for your kids, as a family,
discuss, “During Holy Week, on Maundy Thursday, Jesus celebrated the feast of the Passover with His
disciples. The very next day, Jesus would become the perfect Lamb, sacrificed for our sins. Jesus knew
this as He was celebrating the Passover. Jesus’ sacrifice would change everything for God’s people. How
does that sacrifice change everything for us today? Why do we study these Old Testament events even
though we know that Jesus has come to be our Savior? Shouldn’t we just study the New Testament? ”
