Our Spring unit concludes our study of the Old Testament,
beginning with Elijah and continuing through the prophecies of the
coming Christ. Today in Sunday School, the kids studied the lesson
“Return to Rebuild — Rebuilding the Temple.” After returning from
exile, the children of Israel gather to rebuild the temple. They start
making sacrifices as soon as the temple is rebuilt, even though the
temple foundations await repair. Ezra reads from the Book of the
Law as the people humble themselves before the Lord. When the labors of rebuilding are complete, the
Levites assign men to regular service in the temple. To reinforce this lesson for your kids, as a family, ask
the following: “The Third Commandment says to ‘remember the Sabbath day by keeping it holy’. What
does this mean for us? There might be times when you don’t feel like coming to church. What can you do
in those situations? God used the different skills of Ezra and Nehemiah to do His work in different ways.
How might God use people with different skills in church?”” Also, parents, you can join Pastor Krieg in
the adult Sunday School class.
