“Abraham believed God, and 

it was counted to him as righteousness.” 4Now to the one who works, his wages are 

not counted as a gift but as his due. 5And to the one who does not work but trusts 

him who justifies the ungodly, his faith is counted as righteousness, 6just as David 

also speaks of the blessing of the one to whom God counts righteousness apart from 

works: 
7“Blessed are those whose lawless deeds are forgiven, 

 and whose sins are covered;

 13For the promise to Abraham and his offspring that he would be heir of the 

world did not come through the law but through the righteousness of faith. 14For if 

it is the adherents of the law who are to be the heirs, faith is null and the promise is 

void.

 16That is why it depends on faith, in order that the promise may rest on grace 

and be guaranteed to all his offspring—not only to the adherent of the law but also 

to the one who shares the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all, 17as it is 

written, “I have made you the father of many nations”—in the presence of the God 

in whom he believed, who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things 

that do not exist.

March 1 (Lent 2) – Salvation comes only 

through faith in Christ, who was “lifted up” on 

the cross as the payment for the world’s sins 

(John 3:14-15). Not even Abraham our 

forefather was saved by his works or inner 

worth (Romans 4:2-3). In choosing to redeem 

us by His own grace apart from our works, God shows us that our value is not found 

in a person’s own qualities. Instead, every person is precious to God and worthy of 

dignity because “God so loved the world that He gave His only Son” (John 3:16).  

 
Sunday School Corner 

 In our Winter unit, we continue our study of the New 

Testament, beginning with the account of Mary and 

Martha and continuing through Jesus appearing to 

Thomas. This morning, the kids studied the lesson 

“Betrayed and Arresterd – Jesus in Gethsemane.” 

Knowing His final hours are drawing close, Jesus goes 

with His disciples to Gethsemane. Taking Peter, James, 

and John deeper into the garden, Jesus goes off alone three 

times to pray. His prayer reflects His willingness to fulfill 

the Father’s plan despite the suffering that lies ahead. The armed mob arrives to arrest 

Jesus, whom Judas betrays with a kiss. Peter brashly tries to defend Jesus with a 

sword but only manages to injure the high priest’s servant. Jesus allows Himself to 

be taken by the armed mob to fulfill the Scripture. To reinforce this lesson with your 

kids, as a family, discuss: How does Jesus’ prayer in the garden show that He is true 



man? What details from this narrative show us that He is true God? Why does it 

matter? What would you have done in the garden with Jesus? Because of our sinful 

nature, we would likely all have fallen asleep too. When we don’t act like a friend, 

what can we do? When we aren’t treated as a friend, how can we act like a friend, as 

Jesus did? When is it hard to pray? Also, parents, you can join Pastor Krieg in the 

adult Sunday School class. See you next week! 

 
High School Lesson 
Our High School Sunday School class is beginning a new study series using Not-So-

Nice Bible Stories: Master Criminals. In this engaging and thought-provoking study, 

students will explore the stories of some of Scripture’s most notorious wrongdoers, 

and discover how God’s mercy and grace still shine through even the darkest human 

deeds. Each lesson points us to Christ, who took the punishment for all sin upon 

Himself and gives us forgiveness, life, and salvation. Join us as we dig into God’s 

Word, wrestle with tough questions, and see how even “master criminals” reveal our 

need for the one true Savior, Jesus Christ.
