9The Samaritan 

woman said to him, “How is it that you, a Jew, ask for a drink from me, a woman 

of Samaria?” (For Jews have no dealings with Samaritans.) 10Jesus answered her, 

“If you knew the gift of God, and who it is that is saying to you, ‘Give me a drink,’ 

you would have asked him, and he would have given you living water.” 11The 

woman said to him, “Sir, you have nothing to draw water with, and the well is deep. 

Where do you get that living water? 12Are you greater than our father Jacob? He 

gave us the well and drank from it himself, as did his sons and his livestock.” 13Jesus 

said to her, “Everyone who drinks of this water will be thirsty again, 14but whoever 

drinks of the water that I will give him will never be thirsty forever. The water that 

I will give him will become in him a spring of water welling up to eternal life.” 
15The woman said to him, “Sir, give me this water, so that I will not be thirsty or 

have to come here to draw water.” 

 16Jesus said to her, “Go, call your husband, and come here.” 17The woman 

answered him, “I have no husband.” Jesus said to her, “You are right in saying, ‘I 

have no husband’; 18for you have had five husbands, and the one you now have is 

not your husband. What you have said is true.” 19The woman said to him, “Sir, I 

perceive that you are a prophet. 20Our fathers worshiped on this mountain, but you 

say that in Jerusalem is the place where people ought to worship.” 21Jesus said to 

her, “Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when neither on this mountain nor in 

Jerusalem will you worship the Father. 22You worship what you do not know; we 

worship what we know, for salvation is from the Jews. 23But the hour is coming, 

and is now here, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, 

for the Father is seeking such people to worship him. 24God is spirit, and those who 

worship him must worship in spirit and truth.” 25The woman said to him, “I know 

that Messiah is coming (he who is called Christ). When he comes, he will tell us all 

things.” 26Jesus said to her, “I who speak to you am he.” 

 27Just then his disciples came back. They marveled that he was talking with a 

woman, but no one said, “What do you seek?” or, “Why are you talking with her?” 
28So the woman left her water jar and went away into town and said to the people, 
29“Come, see a man who told me all that I ever did. Can this be the Christ?” 30They 

went out of the town and were coming to him. . . . 

 39Many Samaritans from that town believed in him because of the woman’s 

testimony, “He told me all that I ever did.” 40So when the Samaritans came to him, 

they asked him to stay with them, and he stayed there two days. 41And many more 



believed because of his word. 42They said to the woman, “It is no longer because of 

what you said that we believe, for we have heard for ourselves, and we know that 

this is indeed the Savior of the world.”

 March 8 (Lent 3) – The world tells us to avoid 

suffering at all costs, even justifying murder 

(abortion, suicide, assisted suicide) on the 

grounds that death can be used to avoid further 

suffering. However, St. Paul reminds us that 

instead of trying to avoid suffering through 

death, we “can rejoice in our sufferings” (Romans 5:3), knowing that God uses our 

suffering to increase our hope in Him and bring us to everlasting glory. Therefore, 

when suffering comes, “let us kneel before the Lord, our Maker (Psalm 95:6), 

entrusting ourselves into the hands of the One who “died for us” (Romans 5:8). 

Sunday School Corner 
In our Winter unit, we continue our study of the New Testament, 

beginning with the account of Mary and Martha and continuing 

through Jesus appearing to Thomas. This morning, the kids 

studied the lesson “Betrayed and Arresterd – Jesus in 

Gethsemane.” Jesus faces a farce of a trial before the high priest 

and the Council. Despite a parade of accusers, no two witnesse 

can manage to make their testimonies agree. Frustrated, the high 

priest asks, “Are You the Christ?” (v. 61). Jesus’ response, “I am” (v. 62), enrages the 

high priest, who tears his clothing. Meanwhile, Peter faces his challengers in the 

courtyard. When bystanders accuse Peter of being a follower of the Nazarene, he 

denies Jesus three times, just as was foretold. To reinforce this lesson with your kids, 

as a family, discuss: After Peter denied that he knew Jesus, he cried and felt very sorry 

for his sin. When was the last time you felt bad about something you did? Just as 

Jesus forgave Peter, Jesus forgives us for our sins. How does it feel to be forgiven? 

How do we hear Jesus’ forgiveness when we come to worship? How can we share 

that same forgiveness with others? Would you put a rooster in a church as a reminder 

of this true Bible narrative? If so, what would it remind you of? Also, parents, you 

can join Pastor Krieg in the adult Sunday School class. See you next week! 

High School Lesson 
Our High School Sunday School class is beginning a new study series using Not-So-

Nice Bible Stories: Master Criminals. In this engaging and thought-provoking study, 

students will explore the stories of some of Scripture’s most notorious wrongdoers, 

and discover how God’s mercy and grace still shine through even the darkest human 

deeds. Each lesson points us to Christ, who took the punishment for all sin upon 

Himself and gives us forgiveness, life, and salvation. Join us as we dig into God’s 

Word, wrestle with tough questions, and see how even “master criminals” reveal our 

need for the one true Savior, Jesus Christ. 
 



Lesson 11 – I Could Eat Your Up (2 Kings 6:24-31) 

In this week’s lesson, our High School class studied the harrowing account of the 

siege of Samaria in 2 Kings. Students wrestled with how fear, desperation, and the 

consequences of sin led to unimaginable suffering among God’s people. Yet even in 

this darkest moment, we saw that the Lord had not abandoned His promise of 

deliverance. The account drove us to consider how human brokenness reaches its 

deepest point apart from God’s mercy, and how Christ enters into our suffering world 

to bring true rescue. In Him, we find not despair about tomorrow, but the sure hope 

of God’s provision, redemption, and life.

struggle against the old Adam, and life lived in the 

freedom of the Gospel. Whether you’ve been attending or have yet to join us, this is 

a wonderful time to dig into God’s Word together and grow in our understanding of 

His mercy in Christ. Come and be strengthened in the faith that saves and learn how 

the Gospel shapes our daily lives. We look forward to studying this treasure of 

Scripture with you!
