FEES: The Summer Day Camp Registration fee is $150.00 per child and must be paid
before Friday, June 5, 2026. If paid after June 5,2026, the registration fee is $175.00.
Registration covers breakfast, snacks, activities, camp shirts, and field trips. Drop-in
must pay for hot lunches, field trips and/or special events.

Summer Camp Dates- June 15-July 31, 2026

Full-Time, 4-5 days a week- $165.00 paid on Monday of each week of attendance
Drop-In, 1-3 days a week- $50.00 per day paid on the first day of attendance each week
or paid each day

Field Trips ARE included if you pay the full-time rate.

Field Trips and fees for on-campus activities are NOT included in the drop-in rate.
Prices for field trips will range anywhere from $5.00-$20.00 depending on the
location or price of the field trip.

Hot Lunch is included in the weekly-full-time rate.



Hot Lunch is NOT included in the drop-in rate, hot lunch costs $4.50. If your child
doesn’t bring a cold lunch, they will need to purchase a hot lunch. If your child
orders hot lunches, you will need to pay on the Monday of each week they attend.

VVCS Summer Day Camp 2026 Policies and Procedures

Behavior:
Every child must learn & follow the rules in order to attend Summer Day Camp. The
basic rules are as follows:

e Treat others the way you want to be treated
Bullying is not tolerated
Follow directions the first time they are given
Show respect for others & their property
Play & behave in a fair & honorable manner
Bad language is not tolerated
Dress Code rules must be followed
Safety rules are a top priority

Consequence Steps:

Step 1: Warning

Step 2: Lose one privilege such as an activity or field trip

Step 3: Lose two privileges such as an activity and field trip

Step 4: Contact parents

If a safety issue is violated &/or a repeated offense occurs, the student will NOT be
allowed to participate in activities for the day.

Dress Code:
Children are allowed to free dress, which is defined as follows (please dress
appropriately):
e All clothing must be clean and hemmed with no rips; shorts must not be shorter
than 4” above the knee.
No tight-fitting garments-shorts, pants, tops
No villains
Tennis shoes are to be worn daily. Sandals may be brought to wear on water
days only.
Breakfast and Lunch:
e Students must arrive before 8:45 am to receive breakfast
e Lunch must be ordered by 9:00 am daily. If your child is eating, please call the
office or my cell. Students that don’t have lunch must be provided lunch. Please
make sure to read the lunch menu so you can plan accordingly.
*Lunch Menus will be available in the Summer Day Camp room and in the school
office




Snacks:
VVCS provides an afternoon snack. Children may bring additional snacks. We require
healthy snacks-no candy, gum, or soda.

Personal items and miscellaneous:

e Children may not share toys brought from home.

e Electronics are allowed but must be put away when asked due to activities at
camp. Only appropriate games and video are allowed-no weapons, or scary
games.

e Please label all personal items with your child’s name and bring them in a
backpack with sunscreen, sandals, and a towel. If their items are not brought in a
backpack, then their items could be sent home daily.

e Please provide sunscreen and remind your child to apply and reapply it
throughout the day.

e Please have your child bring a water bottle daily as the summer tends to get
really hot temperatures.

*Remember, we are not responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged personal items.

Make sure to read all of the activities ahead of time as they will be emailed to you
and kept in the Summer Day Camp classroom, so that your child will be prepared.
